Regular Meeting

August 2, 2011
Art Moyses called the meeting to order at 7:00pm at the LeRoy Township Hall.

Board Present – Art Moyses, Heather Marks, Dale Peterson and Stacie Dvonch.  Anja Wing was absent.
Guests – Rex Houseman, Alberta Houseman, Trevor Flint, Mike Houseman, Terry Hall and Pam Hall.

PUBLIC COMMENT – 
Terry Hall commented on Brent Sible’s FOIA from 2008 to the Fire Board, and the lack of response from the Fire Board Secretary/Treasurer on this issue.  Brent was told at the time that there was no Rose Lake Fire Fund, when now under things that have been brought to our attention we know there is one.  Art commented back on this issue and said it will be discussed at the District Meeting in September or October.  Art, Mike and Roy will meet on August 23rd to go over some of these issues.
Mike Houseman commented about the Rose Lake Fire Fund and the information he received from Patty.  Art also commented back on this.

Art let us know the previous meeting we had was not posted so decisions could not be made.  He is trying to get physical evidence to possibly have Patty dismissed.

Mike asked Heather if she knew were the $1,600.00 check she re-wrote to the Fire District went, Heather stated she did not but assumed in the Fire District Account.  The original check Art was told by Patty that she misplaced it, and Heather was told by Patty she never received it.  
Motion was made by Heather to approve the agenda with changes, supported by Dale.  All Ayes motion carried.

Motion was made by Heather to approve the minutes from the July 5, 2011 regular meeting, motion supported by Stacie.  All Ayes motion carried.
The Treasurer’s Report – Heather read report.  Motion was made by Stacie to approve the Treasurer’s Report, supported by Art.  All ayes motion carried.  Revenue sharing increased because of population increase.

Fire District Report –3/4 ton truck will be brought in from the DOD it will be picked up soon for us to use.  Water pump will be attached.
Stacie explained the options for the accounting system. 

Motion was made by Heather to purchase the accounting software to be able to go to a multi-user system.  LeRoy Township would pay $279.00 and the Fire Department would pay $540.00, motion supported by Dale.  All ayes motion carried.

Stacie spoke with Steve Arends and he said there was no reason for the Rose Lake Fire Fund account and it can be dissolved.  He also told Stacie that the Fire Department should be doing all of the insurance billing.
Recycling Report – Going good will be held on Saturday.
Zoning Report – Trevor read report there were a few permits wrote and he is waiting on some more.
Sexton’s Report – Chuck was absent.  Art state the board was put up and the light has been moved to the new pole.  Geraldine Sturdavant has asked to have bigger writing on some of the rules and other things listed at the cemetery.
Policy Manual – Tabled
Insurance Coverage – Art made a motion for Stacie to complete the insurance survey from MTA, supported by Heather.  All ayes motion carried.
LASO – Tabled, Pam said Village still had not received anything from LASO.
Building Committee – List of bid specifications were read over.  Heather had questions about $25 fee and other items were discussed.  It was decided Stacie and Heather will work on something and see what we can come up with.
Cemetery Forms – Stacie will work on and see what forms may be best for us.
Road Budget – Art presented a Road Budget for us.

Joint Recreation Resolution – Stacie read resolution.  Motion was made by Heather to approve, supported by Dale.  Roll Call – Stacie-yes, Heather-yes, Art-yes, and Dale-yes motion carried.
Planning & Zoning Contract – Table until Art can speak more with attorneys

Correspondence – 
Art presented a request for use of the Pavilion Picnic Tables, discussion was held and it was decided we should not loan them out at this time.

Consumers Energy and Great Lakes Energy Hearing were presented

Stacie received information on Medical Marijuana and it was given to Trevor for possible Planning and Zoning Ordinance.

Heather received a letter about Municipal Derivatives, as far as Art knows we have never participated in this.
PUBLIC COMMENT – 
Art stated the bridge on 220th will not be completed this year because it needed to be reengineered.

LeRoy road was under budget about $8000.00 which half of that is ours.

Top layer of Mackinaw Trail will be done soon, and tar and chip will be done after everything else.

Rex stated trail paving has been completed and there is still $270,000 that will be used to pave additional trail.  They will be holding a bid meeting soon to have this done.

Mike asked if the Township Boards and Village Council could be listed with names and titles at the top of the Fired District Meeting Agenda from now on.  Art will make this happen.

Mike also asked if Chuck was going to resign from the Fire Board.  Art stated that Chuck has recently expressed interest about resigning and he is waiting for something in writing from him.
Pam asked Heather if she could explain to everyone the process of tax money going in and out of the tax account.  Heather explained how she does this process and answered other questions during the discussion.

Dale asked if the County already has the money for the bridge on 220th, Art stated he thought so but was not sure.
